• 2008 Conference of the Association for 

Software Testing

– Goal: Deliver the third annual conference for the 

association for software testing in Toronto CA in 

July. 

– Leads: Michael Bolton (Conference Chair) and 

Jon Bach (VP of Conferences) 

– Status: ~200 attendees, 31 sponsors, current 

projections put us within 5% of budgeted 

revenue. 
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2007-2008 Review

• Black-Box Software Testing
– Goal: Develop a series of free, top-quality online 

testing courses for AST members. 

– Leads: Cem Kaner, Rebecca L. Fiedler, and 
Scott Barber

– Status: 
• Very active and wonderful progress!

• We have taught AST-BBST Foundations 4 times with 
45 students successfully completing the course. 

• We have taught AST-BBST Bug Advocacy 1 time with 
12 students successfully completing the course. 

• Currently have 2 certified instructors with an 
Instructors’ Course scheduled to start this Sunday (see 
Scott Barber for details). 
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2007-2008 Review

• AST Publications
– Journal of the Association for Software Testing

• Goal: The initial goal was an archive-quality journal that met 
academic standards but provided articles of relevance to academics 
and practitioners. A strong subgoal was a respectable enough 
journal to support testing-field academics in their applications for 
grants and tenure.

• Leads: Cem Kaner (Editor and VP of Publications)

• Status: We have decided not to move forward with JAST at this 
time. There is strong competition in this area today, and today we 
feel that our energy is better spent in support of BBST. We’ve added 
a special peer-reviewed section to AST Update. 

– AST Update
• Goal: A quarterly magazine with "smart stuff for career software 

testers" targeted at AST members but available to the testing 
community at large. There are ancillary goals of generating revenue, 
promoting AST, and providing a place to help members publish.

• Leads: David Christiansen (Editor) and Cem Kaner (VP of 
Publications)

• Status: Small setback on branding that cost us a quarter. Back on 
track today. First PDF publication went out early this year, print 
version released at CAST, print version mailed to membership 
targeted for Q4.
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2007-2008 Review

• LAWST Workshops

– Goal: To support workshop organized based on 

the LAWST principles by providing financial 

support, facilitation, advertising, and 

advice/coaching for organizers. 

– Leads: Jon Bach (VP of Conferences) 

– Status: 

• Three workshops sponsored year-to-date (WREST, 

WTST, and STiFS) with another approved (WOTD).

• Trademark process underway.

• Paul Holland has agreed to lead the Facilitator and 

Peer Workshop SIG.
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2007-2008 Review

• Special Interest Groups

– Electronic Voting

• Led by Geordie Keitt, this year the group submitted comments to the 
Election Assistance Commission (see AST Update for more details). 

– Tester Education

• Led by Cem Kaner, this group oversees BBST.

– Undergraduate Scholarship

• Led by Tim Coulter, this group is currently in the process of 
developing an AST undergraduate scholarship. 

– Testing in Financial Services

• Led by Bernie Berger, this group represents the STiFS workshop 
community, and is planning their next workshop for November. 

– Performance Testing 

• Led by Scott Barber and Dawn Haynes, this group is getting 
underway at this year’s CAST.
